F.A. Tournament Rules will apply

All teams should register on the day, no later than 09:30 a.m. for their event.
Registration Time 09:15am - 09:30am

Tournament Start Time 10:00am

Squad Size:

1. Asquad of up to 9 players maximum.
2. Matches will be 7 a side Mini soccer rules.
3. Players can play for year above e.g. Y5 can play for Y6 but Y5 cannot play in the Y4 Tournament.
General:
1. There will be two tournaments one for children up to Y4 and one for children up to Y6.
2. Unless otherwise stated by the referee, each game will run for 10 minutes.
3. Players must only play for the team they are registered with for the duration of the tournament.
4. Any player sent off will be disqualified from any further participation in the tournament.
5. The Referees decisions are final and must not be questioned!

6. Any persons or team found being abusive to any referee would be asked to leave the tournament.

Matches:

6. F.A. Throw-ins as normal.

7. F.A. Corners as normal.

8. Players can pass back to their goalkeeper; players are also allowed in the goalkeeper area.
9. No offside.

10. All free kicks are indirect except a penalty kick.

11. Any team failing to report for a match on time will forfeit that match to which the opposing team will be awarded a
2-0 score.

12. Referees must be made aware of substitution before player's change.



Spectators:

16. Spectators considered by the referee or adjudicators of bringing the game into disrepute they will be asked to
leave and may jeopardise their teams continued participation in the tournament!! Please remember, this is for the
enjoyment of all the teams taking part and can be spoilt by over zealous spectators and or Managers.

Managers Attention - Please Read

All teams should register on the day, no later than 09:30 a.m. for their event.

On arrival each team must complete and submit a Team Declaration form available from the club house.

Schools with more than one team registered in the tournament may not rotate players between teams. All players
must be under the relevant age limit and proof of age may be requested.

All qualification matches will consist of 10 minutes. In the event of two or more teams being on equal points in the
group stages, the following will apply.

Penalty Shoot Out

Semi Finals and Finals will consist of two 7 minutes halves with 3 minutes extra time one way (Golden Goal), if a score
draw or no score draw exists after full time.

Semi-Finals The Semi-Finals will be drawn as follows: Position 1 v Position 4 Position 3 v Position 2

Finals: Winners of the Semi-Finals will play each other for 1st and 2nd place. Trophies for 1st & 2nd placed teams for Y4
and Y6.

Draw = 2pts
Loss = 1 pts.
